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Description:

The W.A.V. Cash House is a 2-story, frame Prairie School-influenced dwelling with
a square plan and a tile covered hipped roof and dormer. A wide 3-bay porch on the front
(east) elevation and the porte cochere on the side (north) elevation add to the imposing
character of this c. 1929 residence. Although the house utilizes frame construction it has
brick veneer exterior walls and a concrete foundation.

The centered primary entrance on the front elevation is under a hipped roof porch.
Several features, such as the second floor balcony, inset in the porch roof and the gable
eyebrow over the center bay, enliven the static symmetry of the east facade. Massive brick
piers support the porch roof. Semi-circular arched openings pierce the two piers flanking the
center bay. The doors and the 9/9 wood windows on both floors are super-positioned.
Paired consoles accent the deep eaves of the porch and roof. Brick piers support the tile
covered hipped roof on the porte cochere.

A 2-story garage/apartment stands to the rear of the lot. This building displays
detailing that is similar to the house, including brick construction, wide eaves and cast stone
sills and is Contributing.

Statement of Significance:

The W.A.V. Cash House, built about 1929, is nominated under Criterion C in the
area of Architecture, as one of Abilene’s premier examples of a Prairie School-influenced
architecture. Although similar examples are found in the city, this dwelling displays
noteworthy craftsmanship, especially on the porch. The building is associated with the
historic context "The Railroad and Abilene’s Development into a Wholesale and Distribution
Center in West Texas, 1881-1939"; it is in good condition and retains its integrity.

Abilene’s growth during the 1920s brought about dramatic changes in the city’s built
environment. Many neighborhoods were developed and even a greater number of residences
were built. The two most common house forms of the period, as stated in the Property
Type: Residences, were Bungalows and Prairie School-influenced houses. Those in the latter
category, which includes the Cash House, generally are associated with Abilene’s elite and
tend to be larger, grander and more opulent than others in the city. Of the Prairie School-
influenced buildings that survive in Abilene, few possess such finely crafted workmanship
and remain virtually unaltered.
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The W.A.V. Cash House exhibits features typical of Prairie School architecture
including a low pitched, hipped roof with wide, overhanging eaves, a 2-story form with a 1-
story porch, massive porch supports, and details emphasizing horizontal lines.

The earliest known owner was Dr. W.A.V. Cash, a physician and surgeon who
maintained an office in the Alexander Building. He and his wife Erma lived in the house by
1929. Three years later, according to city directories, a Mrs. Fannie Cohen owned the
house. She was the widow of Benjamin Cohen and associated with Texas Hide and Metal
Company (Abilene City Directories).
